Get into the perspective of the character by asking yourself some questions:

1)  What can the character perceive (see, hear, smell, feel, taste…)?

Think about where your character spends its time, what surrounds your character, your character’s status and size, etc.

2)  What are three things that your character might know about (or think he/she knows about)?

Think about things that your character has experienced or has information about.  Consider are, culture, class, historical moment, etc.

3)  What are three things that your character might care about? 

Think about what your character values, hopes for, or fears.  Consider your character’s mood, goals and intentions, gender, politics, beliefs, etc.

4)  How do the answers to questions 1-3 shape your character’s perspective of the topic?

Consider how your observations about your character work together to form his  or her perspective.

On the other side of this paper, write a monologue for your character exploring the question.  Speak in the first person, from the “I” that is your character.  You may choose to write:

· a speech you are making to someone else, or 
· an interior monologue – something you are saying to yourself - a soliloquy - or

· a letter or a journal entry.
